FINANCIAL SUPPORT FROM UK TRADE & INVESTMENT – (The Government’s International Trade Department) UK Trade & Investment grants of £1,400 and £1000 are available for eligible UK based businesses and organisations involved in exporting. To receive a grant for BioEurope an organisation must be an SME and taking up a promotional opportunity at the event. The grant must be used for the direct costs of exhibiting, including exhibition space costs, stand costs, stand designs, display aids and graphics (excluding products/samples) and freight costs. Pay-to-speak and other promotional activities may be eligible. BioPartner is prohibited from offering grant places to businesses that have already registered to attend the event independently. Those companies not eligible for the grant are still encouraged to join the UK delegation and/or exhibit within the UK pavilion. Full details of the grant can be obtained on request. Completed grant application forms must be submitted to BioPartner no later than 7th September 2009. Companies submitting an application form after this deadline, providing incomplete information or failing to meet payment deadlines may find that a grant is not available. Eligibility for a grant is decided regionally, but co-ordinated by BioPartner.co.uk. Full terms and conditions for the grant are available from the BioPartner website.

1 COST 
The costs (for companies not joining the UK delegation)of taking up promotional opportunities at BioEurope are set out at: www.ebdgroup.com/bioeurope/registration.htm and www.ebdgroup.com/bioeurope/exhibits.htm
Registration fees are payable to BioPartner.co.uk, acting as agent for members of the delegation. The UK Trade & Investment grant is £1,000 and applies in all cases, where the company is eligible and the requirement to promote your product or service has been met. For eligible exhibitors, the UK Trade & Investment grant is £1,400
2 MANAGEMENT FEE 
The management fee covers the organisation of the UK group including recruitment; the appointment of a travel and freight agent; liaising with UKTI to provide a fully manned UK Information Stand (with facilities to be announced), allocating meetings to the UK pavilion private room; identifying opportunities to meet visiting delegations; advertising; producing a group brochure; processing the grant application form; as well as the completion of any necessary documentation. 

3 PAYMENTS 
In all cases, payment for the management fee along with full cost of space and construction must be made by cheque or BACS transfer to BioPartner.co.uk. 50% of the total cost is required with the application form or a maximum of 14 days after, and the balance is payable no later than the 1st October 2009. BioPartner.co.uk reserves the right to terminate the contract if a participant fails to pay either the deposit and/or the balance by the stated deadlines. BioPartner.co.uk reserves the right to adjust costs in the case of unavoidable increases in stand costs and/or exchange rate fluctuations. The UK Trade & Investment grant will be paid after the exhibition and no later than four months after the event. 

4. PARTICIPATION AND DISPLAYS 
· The application must be in the name of a UK registered company. 

· Delegates should aim to arrive on Sunday 1st November to participate in the group briefing. A registration sheet must be signed before the end of Monday 2nd November, or TAP funding may be withdrawn.

· Goods or services of UK origin should be displayed only. 

· BioPartner.co.uk and UK Trade & Investment reserve the right to prevent the distribution or display of literature containing serious linguistic errors and/or items judged to be unacceptable. 

5. ALLOCATION AND ADJUSTMENTS TO STAND SPACE REQUIREMENTS 
BioPartner.co.uk will endeavour to meet special promotional requirements, but no position or facility can be guaranteed without the approval of the organisers. If stand layout or the stand construction requirements necessitate an exhibitor receiving a slightly larger or smaller area than that requested in the application form, an appropriate adjustment will be made to the fees.
